St. Matthew Monastery
The monastery is named after Saint Matthew,
who was born in the village of Abgar Shamay in
the region of Diyarbakir during the first quarter
of the 4th century.
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St. Matthew Monastery
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The Continuation of the Article on the Monastery of St.
Matthew

St. Matta received his early religious education at the
Monastery of St. Sergius and Bacchus near his village,
where he spent seven years. He later moved to the Monastery
of Zugnin in Diyarbakir, where he took the monastic habit, was
ordained a priest, and became well-versed in the Holy Scriptures
and the writings of the Church Fathers under the guidance of
skilled teachers and devout monks.

Saint Matthew became renowned for his preaching of the Gospel
and his teaching of the principles of the Christian faith.
Following the persecution initiated by the Roman Emperor
Julian the Apostate (361-363) against Christians across the
empire, during which monks were targeted for extermination,
Saint Matthew fled to the region under Assyrian rule (Nineveh).
He lived as a hermit in a cave on Mount Maqglub, accompanied
by two companions, Saint Zakka and Saint Abraham, who also
dwelled on the mountain. Inspired by their ascetic lives, many
young men followed in their footsteps, renouncing worldly
possessions and seeking solitude. They constructed a small
monastery where they gathered on Sundays and feast days for
prayer, the celebration of the Divine Liturgy, and partaking in
the Holy Eucharist.

Later, Saint Matthew and his companions, with the support of
Governor Sennacherib, built a magnificent monastery on Mount
Maglub, replacing the small one. This new monastery became
one of the most famous in Mesopotamia due to its significant
role in the history of the Church of the East. Its monastic
community grew to thousands, earning the mountain the name
“The Mountain of Thousands" or *The Mountain of Myriads."
The monastery gained fame for its theological seminary and the
distinguished scholars it produced. It became a center of
education from the third decade of the 7th century until the late
13th century, spreading the light of the Gospel to many regions
of the East. Its library was widely renowned for its extensive
collection of manuscripts.

Despite the severe hardships and challenges the monastery
endured over the centuries, some of its buildings remain
standing to this day. It stands as an enduring testament to the
spiritual and intellectual legacy of the past, reflecting the glory
of the devout and learned forebears on both spiritual and
scholarly levels.
